HORT NOTE HIGHLIGHTS FOR APRIL
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Your order is in, what will you do once the plants arrive? While you have time, do what you can to plan and prepare.  Supplies are needed and chores need to be done. Whatever you can do now will help you to keep on schedule later.
Growing landscape mums?
Incorporate organic materials in your beds now for good soil structure, drainage and fertility. Weed or treat beds, get a soil analysis and treat accordingly.  Mulch! It helps suppress weeds, protects roots. keeps plants clean, conserves moisture and maintains soil temperature.

Growing Disbuds?

If in beds, perform all the above chores plus plan for a shelter set-up for shading and protection from weather conditions near show time.  If growing in pots, inventory supplies: pots, potting media etc. while still planning on a shelter set-up.
